



  

(THREE FISH LIMIT PER TEAM)
Official Rules of the Lake Waco Jackpot Tournament
Official time, and start time will be announced at ramp prior to morning take off.

Sign-Up: Entry will begin at 5:30a.m. and continue until take off at safe light. Sign-up, take-off, and the 12:00P.M. weigh-in will be held at Lacy’s Point Ramp which is the back ramp near the Speegleville Marina ramp. Starting numbers will be given upon sign-up. (First team to sign-up will be given boat#1, second team to sign-up will be given boat #2 and so on…)  Entry Fee: Entry fee per tournament is $40.00 per 2 person team, with only two people allowed per boat (Cash Only Please), this is still $40.00 if there is only one team member.  Payback amount is based on number of teams entered. Payback is 80% with 20% of tournament entry fees to help fund the local B.A.S.S Federation team. 
1. Eligibility: No person under 18 years of age is eligible, unless accompanied by adult.  All contestants age 17 and over must have a valid Texas fishing license.  Any person who has been disqualified for intentional cheating in any bass tournament is ineligible to fish this tournament.

2. Sportsmanship:  There will be no tolerance for any angler who displays poor sportsmanship, violates any tournament rules, or intentionally snags a fish.  In this case the tournament directors reserve the right to disqualify.  State and local game laws must be followed or ineligibility for the tournament may result.

3. Alcohol/Drugs: Alcohol is not allowed in boat during tournament hours.  Anglers will abstain from consuming alcoholic beverages until after tournament hours, and also after polygraph (See Rule # 6) is finished.  No drugs except prescriptions are allowed.  

4. Boats/Motors/Safety: There is a horsepower maximum of 250hp, however motor cannot exceed BIA rating for the boat which is used.  NO TROLLING or STROLLING with the outboard motor or trolling motor is allowed.  Each angler is required to wear a Coast Guard approved life preserver and have kill switch hooked on anytime the boat is on plane. In case of mechanical breakdown, competitors may take their catch, get into another boat, and come to weigh-in.  

5. Tackle:  Only artificial lures may be used, the only exceptions are pork rinds, etc.  No live bait is to be used.  Only one rod is to be used at one time, each cast must be fully retrieved before another is made.

6. Protests/Polygraph: All protests must be submitted in writing within 15 minutes of final weigh-in.  The TX boat number and name if known must be on the protest.  Submissions of a boat color will not suffice.  All protests are decided by the tournament directors.  All anglers are subject to a polygraph. Failure to submit a clear polygraph will result in disqualification.  If a protest is brought against another angler and the use of a polygraph is needed to settle the dispute, the protestor will be responsible for the cost of the polygraph if it is determined that the angler in question is innocent of the alleged violation.  On the other hand, if it is found that the angler in question did violate the rules or ethics, he will be personally responsible for the cost of the polygraph.
7. Mechanical Devices: There are no underwater fishing cameras allowed in the boat on official tournament day, nor any communication devices. A cellular phone may be kept in the boat for emergency purposes only.  Any attempt to receive help from an outside source during tournament hours, is grounds for ineligibility for tournament.

8. Fish Length/Limits: Three fish (Black bass, small mouth, or Kentucky) per boat/per team, minimum length of 14 inches.  Exceptions: Notification of director that you are fishing another tournament in conjunction. (Director has to be notified before start of tournament.) Officials will measure with a Golden Rule, with mouths closed.  Measuring of fish, and any decisions pertaining to fish lengths are made by weigh master.  If you are in doubt that a fish will measure, a courtesy board will be provided at weigh-in site.  No pooling fish between boats.  All state and local laws must be known and followed.  The penalty for being late to weigh-in or a short fish will result in no weight for tournament (your weight will not be counted).
9. Permitted Fishing Waters: Any announced off limits sites at the beginning of tournament.  No tube or wade fishing. Public swimming areas are off limits and all marked restricted areas according to state and local laws are also off limits.  No fishing is allowed within 50 yards of ANY other tied or anchored boat, with trolling motor up, without permission.  No fishing allowed within 25 Yards of another boat (trolling motor down) without permission of the other boat’s occupants.  Exception/Example:  Unless you are passing a boat in opposite directions on the bank.  NO WATER ENCROACHMENT WILL BE TOLERATED, regardless of whether the occupants of the boat are fishing this tournament or not.  No one may hold holes for anglers. 

10. Fishing Hours/Practice/Weigh-In: There are no off limits. Each team will be given a number for starting position at sign-up.  Your entry fee must be paid before given a start number. Boats may not be trailered to and from weigh-in site, unless tournament directors deem it necessary due to lake or weather conditions.  You are required to provide your own weigh-in bag and adequate water in the bag for the fish.  Weigh-in will possibly be held in flights. You must be checked in by your flight time and you need to make every effort possible to weigh your fish in before the next flight. You are responsible for check-in at the weigh-in on time.  The penalty for being late to weigh-in or a short fish will result in no weight for tournament (your weight will not be counted).
11. Livewell:  An adequate, working livewell is mandatory, no iced fish or stringers.  All anglers are recommended to use a catch and release product in their livewell.  All live, releasable fish will be returned to the lake.  The officials will take care of any dead fish.  Dead fish penalty is 4 ounces (which is a .25 deduction), and will be deducted from that dead fish.  Please do not put dead fish back into the water.
12. Rules Enforcement: Team will be deemed ineligible and entry fee forfeited if these rules are not observed and followed.  Tournament directors will make final decisions in any discrepancies or alleged violation of any rules and protests.  Any citation received on the water during tournament hours will be grounds for ineligibility for tournament at the discrimination of tournament directors.
